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tional setting there are 25 pupils in a
classroom for a class period, which is
50 minutes. Let’s assume only five
minutes of each period is spent negoti-
ating with a pupil that is disruptive, for
whatever reason, or who needs a little
more direct instruction, which monop-
olizes the teacher’s time in that brief
period.

The truth is, if you are content wash-
ing dishes and living debt free, you’re
wealthier than five guys leveraged up
to their great-grandchildren’s necks.
The most popular definitions of suc-
cess will keep you on the plantation if
you believe it. 

If you don’t believe me, take your
family’s “economic stimulus” check
and rent a really hot Corvette for a
week or two. It’s two weeks later. You
had a blast creating potholes with a
sweet ride for two weeks, but you prob-
ably got a little bored with it after a
couple of tickets. 

You returned the car, and you’re glad
you don’t have to replace the tires and
rims you almost destroyed, and I just
saved you at least $60,000. How many
miles did you put on the car? Did you
wash it and wax it before you returned
it? Did you keep track of your emis-
sions so that Al Gore can sell you an
indulgence? 

I hope you put 5,000 miles on it and
it looked liked it had been in a truck
and tractor pull. 

The difference between you and the
millionaire in your head is the million-
aire is spending $1,500 a month on his
Corvette that he’s trying to keep the
mileage down. It’s the same car he
feels like he has to have another garage
for, that he keeps spotless, and that
he’s terrified to let his girlfriend bor-
row.

First, there’s going to be a long line
of people foaming at the mouth
because teachers have been slandered.
Let’s get it over with. Read everything
contained herein, all parts, taken
together.

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conservative is it’s usually taxpayer’s
money that’ll do the trick for a liberal,
and it’s the conservative who’s usually
willing to put off the “wants” of their
family to meet a financial need for
someone else. 

This is called putting your money
where your mouth is. So if this ramble
has inspired you to put your money
where your values are, then I would
like you to think about where you’re
putting your money in your communi-
ty. 

After living here for ten years it sur-
prises me how few people are aware of
the Pagosa Springs Education Center. 

It’s pretty inconspicuous in a light
industrial building off Park Ave. It
resembles a gym with a concrete floor
more than the public buildings that
we’re used to seeing with a bond
improvement. 

PSEC is a place where some of those
kids who used to distract your kids in
school are going now. It’s also a place
where the kids who needed more one-
on-one help in the public school are
getting it now. 

For some it’s the last opportunity
before a correctional facility, and some
are there to augment their home
schooling. 

PSEC’s average budget over the last

three years is $3,226 student, which is
39% of the average primary education
pupil here in the United States. 

PSEC might be mistaken for a funer-
al home, not because it’s somber, but
because it’s unusually quiet. The sound
of silence is the sound of quiet, focused
work happening in an environment
where distractions aren’t tolerated. 

Ford could probably compete in a
free market if they focused on manu-
facturing cars the way these students
focus on learning. 

About 25% of their students come to
them on an expertly prescribed psy-
chotropic medication intended to cor-
rect a learning disability or challenge.
In nine years all but a handful of stu-
dents has ever returned to their med-
ication. 

Parents of these students are gener-
ally not any more or less involved in
the education of their children as par-
ents of public school children are, but
they are more informed about their
progress and expectations. 

There is no assigned homework, and
up to 70% finish their work in class.
Regular class time is 8:00-12:30pm
with two fifteen minute breaks. The
basis of the curriculum is a mastery
system, which means anything less
than 80% is failure. 

There is no “building fund” for this
non-profit, and there isn’t going to be

one. If there’s one place that epito-
mizes “too bad, so sad” and expects
students to be stretched past their own
expectations, it’s this place. “Here’s
your spear, here’s your shield. Come
home with this shield or upon it.” 

To date, no one has had a self-
esteem crisis that requires immediate
medical attention. PSEC sticks out in
my mind because I’ve spent a lot of
time this winter thinking about the
things that are going to sink our com-
munity or make it economically
diverse, and this is the kind of organi-
zation treats other people’s money the
way a smart business does it’s own. 

And by all means, don’t take my
word for it. Call the school and ask to
speak with parents whose kid’s lives
have been changed. Please spend five
minutes investigating the merits of
where you could put your money. 

When you call you’ll speak with
Nelson Delbianco, who was formerly a
talented college baseball player with
professional aspirations and is now a
major league educator. 

Many businesses and organizations
fail not for lack of some overriding
principles or purpose, but because they
lack a laser beam singleness of pur-
pose. With a clearly defined singleness
of purpose PSEC has put off the kind of
things that hinder top-heavy organiza-
tions so they can run a race. 

I want to contrast this with our local
Humane Society, not because I don’t
care about animals, but because they
have always struck me as exceptionally
well-funded, so much so that I’ve
found myself wondering where all that
money is going in that non-profit. 

I called the President, Linda Lawrie,
and after I identified myself and told
her the Humane Society was being
mentioned in an article for the Free
Press, I asked her what the Humane
Society’s budget for the last three
years. 

I prefaced my question by confirm-
ing they were a non-profit, which she
confirmed, but I was told that was
“sensitive information.” When I con-
firmed that information was public
information that she could share
freely, she made it clear that if it was
public I was welcome to go look it up. 

I didn’t look up their budget, but I do
have it from an un-named source,
whom we’ll refer to as Cheap Goat, that
the Humane Society Thrift store gross-
es about $30,000 per month, which, if
you’ve been reading closely, is enough
to keep twelve former pupils in a medi-
um security facility for a year. 

Having said that, I’ll invite Linda to
share that information in a letter to the
Free Press to save people from having
to drive from South Fork and Durango
to look it up. The carbon footprint bur-
den is on the Humane Society now. 

I’m not going to get into their use of
funds, but when I consider what they
do it’s hard to take it seriously in com-
parison to the kind of things our com-
munity is facing. 

It strikes me more like a well run

business that has created several jobs,
and if that’s what the Humane Society
wants to acknowledge, then we would
be on the same page.  

However, if the Humane Society is
representing themselves as singularly
concerned with the humane disposal of
animals, then I would say they are
criminally over-funded for that pur-
pose. While I had no idea I would be
writing about our Humane Society
when I began this piece, I have to
acknowledge I would be glad if my own
curiosity killed the fat. 

The thought of an animal suffering is
painful, but we’re talking about ani-
mals. Marriages are falling apart with
financial strain; we work through
JUNE to pay our taxes before we get to
take any home for ourselves; kids are
being raised by one another like a pack
of wolves; and the only remaining
presidential candidates want to put the
entire middle class on welfare. 

This brings me to the end of what
will be reported as the most long-
winded evidence of that vast right wing
conspiracy. The final word on this is
Analysis Paralysis. 

Part of existence on the plantation is
the belief that a million peasants have
to organize a political action commit-
tee or start a massive, top heavy non-
profit organization to affect change. “I
can’t co-chair the People’s Armed
Resistance And Legion of Young
Students Ideologically Stimulated
(PARALYSIS)”.
