Don't Drink and Fly
(25 April 1998, Massachusetts) One

fateful day in April, a private pilot landed
his Piper PA-32-300 at the New Bedford
airport. 

To secure his aircraft against thieves,
he inserted a gust lock into the co-pilot's
control column, and padlocked it in place.
This procedure is fairly common, except
that the gust lock is usually placed on the
pilot's control column. That way it's hard
to forget it when you prepare to depart.
Many gust locks have a big red plate that
hangs down to cover the ignition and
master switch. We will never know why
our soon to be dead friend chose to put
the gust lock on the co-pilot's side.

The pilot went off to have some drinks
and returned to his plane at 10:30 PM. He
hopped into the aircraft with 155 mg/dL
of ethanol in his blood, and departed
without remembering to check that the
flight controls were unobstructed. 

A witness to the accident reported that

he departed the runway at a very steep
angle, consistent with having a gust lock
installed. About this time, our erstwhile
friend realized that he forgot to remove
the gust lock, and that his plane will soon
stall. The real problem is that the key for
the padlock is on the same keyring as the
key for the ignition. 

So he had two choices: try to remove
the padlock key from the keyring while
keeping the plane running, which will
take more time than he has, or turn off the
engine, which will accelerate the stall,
then rush to remove the gust lock and
restart the engine. He chose option B.

But he didn't make it in time. The air-
plane, its course fixed by the gust lock,
"went straight up in the air like an acro-
bat" then appeared to level off, turn
northwest, then northeast, followed by "a
nose dive" and a rapid descent to the
ground.  

When the Transportation Safety
Board investigator arrived at the scene he
discovered the padlock and gust lock still
installed and the keyring with both keys
still on it on the floor of the cockpit. 



not sign the petition, we sure want to know
about that,” said Trout.

The local media have unabashedly
taken sides in the Recall, with the Pagosa
Sun publishing an inaccurate story on the
Recall that obviously supports the
Gonzalez and the pagosadailypost newslet-
ter running a story that claims to be an
interview with Sheriff Gonzalez, but actual-
ly appears to only be a piece that criticizes
the Free Press and its publisher, Rick
Baker.

“In the Hudson piece,” says Baker, “the
name ‘Gonzalez’ appears 12 times while
the Free Press and my name appear eight
times,” said Baker. “Is it an interview with
the Sheriff, or an attempted beatdown of
the Free Press?  

The Pagosa Sun’s story on the recall is
also an attempt by the paper to give their
support to Gonzalez.

The story, written by a very good
reporter in James Robinson, but most like-
ly re-worked by the newspaper’s owners,
has a number of curious quotes attributed
to State and County leaders that just don’t
add up.

For example, the story quotes CBI
Director Bob Cantwell and Division
Director of Investigations Steve Johnson,
as saying that they are “unaware of any
investigations into the Gonzalez adminis-
tration.” The CBI has a strict policy to not
disclose the existence of any investigation,
especially a County sheriff and so they
would never confirm that one had been
launched in the first place.

Another strange quote was attributed to
District Attorney Craig Westberg, who is
alleged to have said that his office had not
received any complaints. “I have received
no complaints. I am now aware of any ille-
gal, untoward or inappropriate action on
the part of any people in Sheriff Gonzalez’s
department.” Yet, at least 14 County resi-
dents have filed “official complaints” with
the DA over  the Sheriff’s Department in
the past few months. These complaints
range from refusing to investigate numer-
ous crimes, to not assigning case numbers

to others, unlawful traffic stops, fraudu-
lently charging citizens with DUIs when
the breathalizers blow zero and character
assassination by an elected official.

When the Free Press spoke to the
Westberg on Friday, he readily admitted
that there have been complaints, confirm-
ing that he was misquoted in the Sun.
Another quote that actually is accurate by
definition, but somewhat deceptive, is
from County Attorney Teresa Williams,
who says that no civil lawsuits have been
filed against Gonzalez, or his administra-
tion.

What she didn’t say was that a multi-
million dollar Federal Civil Rights lawsuit
against Gonzalez and undersheriff John
Weiss is ready to be filed.  She didn’t tell
the reporter that an 18-page demand letter
was received by her four months ago,
which she ignored. She also didn’t tell
Robinson that the second and final
demand letter was served on her earlier
this week.  If she ignores this one too, the
Sheriff and Undersheriff will have some
explaining to do in the witness stand. 

The Sun article has numerous other
inaccuracies as well. Robinson states that
the Sheriff’s neighbors “testify that the
sheriff maintains a presence” at his Pagosa
home...” 

These must not be the same neighbors
who told the Free Press recently that the
sheriff “should invest in a timer to turn his
inside lights on at night so it won’t be so
obvious that he doesn’t live here.”

Robinson also implied that the Sheriff
“won” when challenged on the residency
law in court in 2006.  This is not entirely
accurate either. The sheriff’s ruling was
“intent to establish residency,” which is far
different from being a resident. If the sher-
iff lives in Archuleta County, as he “intend-
ed,” then why won’t he go on the record
and say so? 

Probably the most accurate – and
revealing – statement in the Sun story is
from John Wallace, who is with the
Durango Office of the FBI. He declined to
comment on “whether his agency was
involved in investigations in Gonzalez’s
department.”

their masters, while being “hooked up” to a
system where their life energy was fed
upon.  Where each individual  had no real
life of their own, but were just simply a part
of the whole.  The fact is, we can choose to
escape.  Everything which represents tradi-
tional methods of earning money, especial-
ly big money, is now set up in such a way
that is designed to remove your earnings
from your hands.  The existing system is no
longer a “I win, you win” even exchange.
When labor no longer gives fair compensa-
tion to the laborer, that is what is called
“slavery.”

Mahatma Gandhi (1869-1948), the
charismatic leader of non-violent resist-

ance, first in South Africa, and later in
India, showed people by his own example
how to resist over-whelming  force.  His
humble guidance led hundreds of millions
of people out from under the rule of British
imperialism–their banks, their armies, and
their “sweat shops.”  

The solution was simple, yet difficult.  It
took courage, love of country, and a belief
that, in time, it would work.  The example
shown by Gandhi, and later by millions,
was to not desire, seek after, nor serve any-
thing that their “masters” offered, or
demanded.  They would not violently
resist, but also refused to serve the existing
system.  They would trade among them-
selves, and help each other, but yet refuse
to co-operate with anything unjust, or any-

thing contrary to the well being of their
nation and each other.  Their British mas-
ters resorted to mass imprisonment, and in
some cases to firing into crowds of peaceful
protesters.  Yet the movement continued.
Industry shut down, fields were not har-
vested, and “profit” plummeted.
Eventually, negotiations led, in 1947, to the
independence of India.

There are those reading this article who
may scoff at what I am saying.  They may
be thinking that we, in America, are not
“enslaved,” and in no way are manipulated
like those people were.  We are not, as yet,
surrounded by troops, with bayonets,
keeping us in line. 

Hey, wait a minute!  If you believe that, I
would have to wonder what planet you
have been living on. 

There are all sorts of prisons, other than
high walls, barbed wire, and guns.  There
are the prisons we ourselves, over time,
have allowed to surround us.  These are
prisons made up of regulations, taxes,
bureaucracy, travel restrictions, high costs
and debt.  All of it centered around, and
focused on, money.  At one time money
was simply the difference between luxury,
or a simpler lifestyle.  Now money has
become, within our system, the difference
whether or not we have access to equal
human rights, opportunities, equal repre-
sentation in the courts, and human dignity.
In other words, money is now the way used
by the system to separate the “elite” from
the masses.  

I have a suggestion.  It does not have to
be complicated, or something to fear.  If
most of our time and resources are spent
on earning money, trying to keep up with
our bills, and in worrying about money,
rather than spending time with things that
really matter to us, like our marriages, our
kids, and our lives—then we have no life,
we are simply enslaved by our debt.
Therefore, if debt solutions can help rid us
of slavery, I am focusing the rest of this arti-
cle, and a follow-up article, on helpful tips
to get rid of debt.

“The other day I finally gave up hope—I
feel much better now.” (author unknown)    

The first thing is a change in attitude,
and the way we look at our methods of
earning, saving, and investing money.
Remember, it is not what we earn that
matters, so much as what we actually keep. 

Our day jobs, hopefully, pay our bills, our
“overhead.”  In many cases it is what we do
at our kitchen tables, on our own time, that
can make us rich.  Getting away from con-
ventional methods of earning income
make it difficult for the system as it is to
steal away our money.  It does not matter if
it small amounts, at first, but the extra
income is a bonus, beyond what you need
to live, and can help you to avoid resorting
to borrowing.  By using this information,
and not being a part of the system, you in
your own way are rebelling from and
breaking out of “The Matrix.” 

•Stop buying lottery tickets, and instead
put the same money into interest bearing
savings accounts – $15. per week equals
$780 per year plus interest.

•Don’t carry cash—it makes it harder to
spend money.

•Put off an impulse buy for at least one
day—you may change your mind.

•Don’t buy a tool when you need one—
borrow the tool from your neighbor.

•Avoid expensive hobbies.
•Buy used cars—good condition used

cars can go 300,000 miles or more.
•Whatever you save by shopping wise-

ly—put into a savings account.
•Bank “on line”—you will know day to

day where you are at, and will avoid fees.
•Always pay more than the minimum on

credit cards—gives you a better FICO.
•Make sure your credit card balances are

lower the first of each month—the credit
reporting agencies check your consumer
debt on the first and will increase your
FICO score after a time, (you can pull the
money back out later in the month).

•If buying stocks, consider recession
proof stocks—cigarettes, beer, oil, etc.

•Use “secured” credit cards you can buy
anywhere, instead of bank credit cards—
the card limit is only the cash you put in, so
you aren’t borrowing, yet you have the con-
venience of a card for gas, buying “on line”,
etc., (no high interest).

•Consider “Vonage,” the high-speed
internet phone service—by not using tradi-
tional land line phone companies you can
save thousands per year, and you can keep
your present phone numbers.

•Ask for “Home Depot,” and other, gift
cards for Christmas, and birthdays.

•Use “barter clubs” on-line–getting rid of
stuff by trading for stuff you need, and no
one can track what you are doing.

•Invest in tax deferred, or tax exempt,
savings, medical saving account, I.R.A, etc

•Refinance your home for a lower inter-
est (watch those fees)—you could also con-
sider a “line of credit” as a second on your
home, (you only make payments when you
borrow, and you can pay the loan down at
any time, plus it is low interest).

•If you must, you can refinance your
cars—if for example your car is worth
$12,000 with $5,000 yet owing, and your
original loan was $30,000, by 100% refi-
nancing for 60 months your payment
would drop substantially, and you would
get a check back for $7,000.  If your credit
card debt is much higher interest, the
money then could be used to pay-off the
card, (avoid Capital One Auto).

•Make use of “on-line” debt web-sites
tips—“www.moneyinstructor.com (but
watch for scams).

•Form a “Debt Anonymous” Club with
friends—it is a lot of fun, and it is amazing
how you can help each other.

“Parkenson’s Law” states that the more
you earn, the more you will spend.  Do not
fall into that trap.  

Remember, our circumstances do not
define who we are, they instead “reveal”
what we are made of when we choose to do
something about it.  Getting into debt hap-
pened by many small choices, and getting
out of debt will happen the same way.
Remembering again how to say “no” is a
big one.
