Another good family left Pagosa
this past week.  They came into the
coffee shop to say goodbye.

Another family that loved para-
dise, but couldn’t eat the trees or use
the mountains to pay their bills.

In the past few months, a caravan
out of town has suddenly appeared.
One minute our neighbors are here,
the next they have moved to Portland,
Oregon, San Diego, CA. or a host of
other large cities where jobs are more
plentiful in our troubling national
economy.

Is this caravan rolling out of
Pagosa because of our national trou-
bles, or does our own leadership have
something to do with the exodus?

I think it’s a bit of both.
We certainly do have a local gov-

ernment that is not concerned about
their people. 

•We have a sheriff who many are
trying to remove from office through a
recall drive. He is being sued in
Federal and County court, in two sep-
arate lawsuits, accused of liberal, slan-
der, defamation of character and
breaking Colorado Election Statutes.

•We have a County Commissioner
who seems to spend more time at her
“husbands” new pub than running our
County. She is running for re-election
and will be lucky to get more than a
couple hundred votes.

•We have a water district, Pagosa
Area Water and Sanitation, that may
single-handedly be stopping future
growth with their fees that border on
extortion. The Free Press has decided
to take a look into this quasi-munici-
pal corporation and is now launching
an-indepth investigation into their
Board of Directors, following the
money trail to see where it leads.

• We have a Humane Society that
is supposed to only be about the ani-
mals, but is apparently about the exec-
utive leadership and Board, to the
exclusion of the animals.  We have an
Executive Director who knows more

about how to raise money for the
Shelter than she does how to take care
of the animals that the money is sup-
posed to be used for.

•We have an unconscionable nepo-
tism problem in Archuleta County
with everyone seemingly related to
everyone else.

We have a jailer who is related to
another jailer, an elected official
whose son works with the sheriff’s
department  and whose wife works for
the Probation department.

In fact, if we asked for a count of
every County employee who was relat-
ed to another County employee, we
could lose over half our workforce.

This type of nepotism is dangerous
and reeks of favoritism, like the type
that was recently given to a family
member of the sheriff’s department
who spent her “sentence” in jail with
her cell phone and in street clothes.

The only way our County is going
to be healthy again (if it ever was) is
when the average citizen who lives
here decides to take ownership and
stand up for what is right.

I am told by the Sheriff’s recall
committee, that while they are gaining
the necessary signatures to force the
election, they are still faced with many
a resident who says, “I just don’t want
to get involved.”

Until they do “get involved,”
Archuleta County will stay sick and
only limp along. The caravan will con-
tinue to grow and the dishonest and
agenda-driven leadership here will
continue to smile.

It is now time for all citizens of our
County to stand up and be counted.
We cannot expect the part-timers who
come here for the summer to golf or
garden to care what happens here.

This is our community, not theirs.
Only we can stop our leadership from
throwing us down the river.  This is
our town and it is up to us to stop the
caravan. Our leaders simply do not
care.

The last article in the Pagosa Free
Press on what I called “Getting Out of
the Matrix” concerned the slavery of
debt, and how it, by design, robs us of
our freedom of “self-determination”,
and of “self-expression”. 

Getting out of debt and then avoid-
ing in the future to be again enslaved
by it, is how each of us can rebel from
an unfair system, (the government,
the banks, and corporate America),
which is designed to rob our wealth,
and to keep us dependent on credit.  

It, in many cases, was not the nor-
mal interest on our credit cards that
got us into trouble, but the “fees”,
unfair penalties, and unfair increases
in interest rates for any reason.             

Charging fees for nearly anything
imaginable has become the “obscene

profits” cash cow for the credit card
banks.  Some even charge a fee for
acknowledging a payment on your
account in a timely manner, other-
wise they will drag out processing
your payment for up to a week, there-
by making your payment “late”,
charging you a late fee, and then in
some cases increasing your interest
rate.  

Also, your other credit card compa-
nies will pick up on this, and by using
“universal default” will increase their
interest rates as well. 

You may ask how these companies
are allowed to get away with this sort
of conduct.

nies are now the largest political cam-
paign contributors (larger even than the
oil companies).  Today the average
income earner spends 90% of their dis-
posable income paying on their debts.
No wonder few people can save.  

And what action has our government
taken to help the situation.  In 2005 our
government passed legislation which
made it even more difficult to resort to
bankruptcy to rid ourselves from over-
whelming debt.  

The banking industries’ lobbyists were
extremely active leading up to the legis-
lation.

No matter what tips I may pass along
in this article, and the last one, and what
you may have learned from other
sources, nothing will improve and
change without a change in the way we
think, and the way we manage our
spending habits and money manage-
ment.

“Continue to do things the way we
always do things, and we will continue to
have what we always had”.  Author
unknown.

Motivation must come first, and the
“how” will eventually come all by itself.
We usually go through four phases of
how we manage our businesses and our
wealth.  

We will start with “unconscious
incompetence”, then move to “conscious
incompetence” (now you know you
screwed up), then “conscious compe-
tence” (making the effort to apply princi-
pals and development of good habits),
and then finally unconscious compe-
tence (automatic good practices).

Successful people have a “focused
plan”, or one definitive objective, (a goal,
an aim, a dream).  Diversifying, or trying
to do too many things, will deplete your
resources.  

Become a success with your main
objective first, and then add to your
business when you have the resources
and the help for expansion.

Most of the tips I am listing have to do
with preparation of our minds, and in
changing the way we think.  

One item from the April 19th issue of
The Pagosa Free Press, mentioned mak-
ing sure we have a lower balance on our
credit cards the first of each month.
Some have asked me, “How low?”  I’m
glad you asked.  

Since the credit reporting agencies
check your “revolving credit” on the first
few days of each month, we want to
make sure we have no more than 30%
charged on any one credit line at that
time.  

By keeping your balance at or below
30% around the first of each month,
your FICO scores can climb dramatical-
ly within a few months.  This is easier if
we disperse our charges evenly among
all our credit lines.  

In addition, by simply asking, in many
cases your credit card provider will
increase your credit line, pulling down

your total charged out closer to that
30%. The following points can lead to
eventual debt relief, and achieve eventu-
al wealth.

•You become what you think about.
Focus constantly on your objective.

•Leaders are always readers, (books
change people).

•Listen to tapes, they will reprogram
your mind.

•Attend seminars (seek education
with like minded people).

•“SAVE”.  Live below your means,  Pay
yourself first at least 10%.

•Reduce your debt load.  Figure our
ways to unload overhead, and reduce
interest.  (Simply by asking, many credit
card companies will lower your interest
rate).

•Have good priority management.
Control your time.

•Associate with “winners”, don’t let
people suck you dry.

•“Work” is really the “thought”
process.  Do what you love.

•Develop a pleasing personality.
•Develop communication skills.
•Work to improve your credit score.
•Reduce taxes—use “shelters”, corpo-

rations, and write-offs.
•Reduce the amount of insurance you

pay (possible 60% reduction).
•Use corporations and trusts—asset

protection, tax reduction, and can obtain
more credit.

•“Other people’s money”—successful
people do not use only their own money.

•Increase your income in addition to
your profession by using real estate, e-
bay, long term stocks, short term stocks,
and by networking or multi-level mar-
keting.

•Make use of “free money”—billions
are available in government grants.

Entire books have been written con-
cerning the finer points of this list.  Yet,
contrary to what you may think, we do
not have to be experts to take action.
The following are some books which are
helpful:

“The Law of Success in 16 Lessons”,
and “Think and Grow Rich” by
Napoleon Hill.  In addition, “Ask and It
Is Given”, “The Magic of Thinking Big”,
“The Go Getter”, “See You At the Top” by
Zig Zigler, “How to Win Friends and
Influence People” by Dale Carnegie, and
“Debt Cures” by Kevin Trudeau
(www.debtcures.com).  

Many of these titles can be found thru
on-line sites, try Barnes & Noble,
Waldenbooks, and others.

By using on-line sources like “Google”,
we can inquire regarding the subject of
making money.  Subjects can include the
foreclosure market (making money in
real estate without a lot of money or
great credit),  Google “foreclosure
opportunities”.  

Also Google “how to make money on
e-bay”.  Another area is to Google “how
to make money in the stock market”.
And in regard to starting a business,
Google “how to form a corporation”.

So, the bottom line of all of this, is that
we can fight back, and we can put our
lives in order.  

Finally getting tired of being a victim,
educating ourselves, and taking action,
are the first steps toward regaining
“freedom of self-determination” and

“freedom of self-expres-
sion”, and again regain-
ing our joy of life.
