breaks down you want to get a new
one. But do people even try to get the
broken down machines fixed first?

Was It Murder or Suicide?
At the 1994 annual awards dinner given for

Forensic Science, AAFS, President Dr. Don
Harper Mills astounded his audience with the
legal complications of a bizarre death. Here is
the story:

On March 23,1994 the medical examiner
viewed the body of Ronald Opus and conclud-
ed that he died from a shotgun wound to the
head. Mr. Opus had jumped from the top of a
ten story building intending to commit suicide.
He left a note to that effect, indicating his
despondency. As he fell past the ninth floor his
life was interrupted by a shotgun blast passing
through a window which killed him instantly.

Neither the shooter nor the descender was
aware that a safety net had been installed just
below at the eighth floor level to protect some
building workers and that Ronald Opus would
not have been able to complete his suicide the
way he had planned.

"Ordinarily," Dr. Mills continued, "a person
who sets out to commit suicide and ultimately
succeeds, even though the mechanism might
not be what he intended, is still defined as com-
mitting suicide."

That Mr. Opus was shot on the way to cer-
tain death, but probably would not have been
successful because of the safety net, caused
the medical examiner to feel that he had a
homicide on his hands. 

The room on the ninth floor, whence the
shotgun blast emanated, was occupied by an
elderly man and his wife. They were arguing

vigorously and he was threatening her with a
shotgun. The man was so upset that when he
pulled the trigger he completely missed his wife
and the pellets went through the window, strik-
ing Mr. Opus.

When one intends to kill subject A but kills
subject B in the attempt, one is guilty of the
murder of subject B. When confronted with the
murder charge the old man and his wife were
both adamant. 

They both said they thought the shotgun was
unloaded. The old man said it was his long-
standing habit to threaten his wife with the
unloaded shotgun. He had no intention to mur-
der her. Therefore the killing of Mr. Opus
appeared to be an accident; that is, the gun had
been accidentally loaded.

The continuing investigation turned up a wit-
ness who saw the old couple's son loading the
shotgun about six weeks prior to the fatal acci-
dent. It transpired that the old lady had cut off
her son's financial support and the son, know-
ing the propensity of his father to use the shot-
gun threateningly, loaded the gun with the
expectation that his father would shoot his
mother. 

The case now becomes one of murder on
the part of the son for the death of Ronald
Opus.

Now comes the exquisite twist. Further
investigation revealed that the son was, in fact,
Ronald Opus. 

He had become increasingly despondent
over the failure of his attempt to engineer his

mother's murder. This led him to jump off the
ten story building on March 23rd, only to be
killed by a shotgun blast passing through the
ninth story window. The son had actually mur-
dered himself so the medical examiner closed
the case as a suicide.

Three times he tried, and three times he
failed to destroy the sandwich shop. Whether it
was a Molotov cocktail thrown through the win-
dow, or chairs doused with gasoline and set
ablaze, the result was the same. Minor dam-
age. 

The neighborhood was up in arms over the
apparent "hate crimes" repeatedly being com-
mitted against the two Jordanian immigrants.

After the third bungled arson Musa boasted
in a televised interview, "If someone is trying to
shut me out of business, it's not going to hap-
pen. 

This is my life and nobody's going to take
that away from me." Nobody but himself! Musa
grew tired of throwing good money after bad.

This was getting him nowhere!  
For the fourth arson attempt, only 12 hours

after the flaming chairs fizzled, he and his son
decided to help their hired hand. 

They spread gasoline around their eatery. A
single match would do the trick.

They took a ciga-
rette break. One flick of a lighter later, a gas
explosion took out one wall, and burned both
men so severely that, despite several weeks of
hospitalized care, the men died.

Sherdley is still in the process of
changing genders and told the paper:

I tried
hard to be a man, getting married and
having children but it never worked
and never would. 

For the past six years, I have been

what is correctly called
transitioned.’ I still
have to undergo final
surgery but legally I
am a woman.

“That is what my
birth certificate says
and that is what the
gender recognition
certificate proves. 

“For that prejudiced
and biased man to
threaten to sue me and
the driving school is
totally and utterly
wrong.”

The irate customer
from the Meadowhall
district of Sheffield
claims the company
deliberately sent a man
disguised as a woman
because of his Islamic
faith.

Many Muslims
believe an unmarried
woman shouldn't be

left alone with a man unless marriage
is pending. If already married, many
believers say wives must never be left
alone in the company of a man who's
not her husband.

"His attitude and behavior was out-
rageous and has upset me and Emma
and everyone else who works here,"
Dixon said.
